Plein Air Watercolor Painting
·   2B Pencil and kneaded eraser
·   Water container and pail (collapsible plastic pail or a small plastic food container)
·   Paint palette (metal or plastic) with your normal paint selection.  Artxpress.com sells Holbein folding metal palettes; a little more expensive but very good quality (medium $60, large $77 )
·   Paints:  alizarin crimson, cad red light, cad orange, cad yellow light, yellow ochre, burnt siena, quin gold, cerulean blue, cobalt blue, ultramarine blue.  Brands: Daniel Smith, W/N, Schmenke, Holbein.  I use a few of non-standard colors: Winsor Newton Cobalt Turquiose, Perylene Green and Neutral tint
·   Brushes: Escoda series 1430 round white synthetic short handle sizes 8 and 12; Escoda, Joseph Zbukvic Signature Brush Set 2 — includes Aquario (Squirrel) Mops in Sizes 14 and 18; (Blick (on-line) carries these brushes or try Ken Bromley Art Supplies in the UK has the best prices.
·   Optional rigger/ line brush for details;  Bring whatever brushes you are comfortable using.
·   ¾” or 1” wide masking tape for taping the paper in place
·   11” x 15” (1/4 sheets) or  15” x 22” (1/2 sheet) of 140lb. watercolor paper (rough or cold press your preference) with a back board to tape or clip your paper. (Keep your sheet paper in a portfolio to prevent folds or wrinkles)
·   Plein air collapsible watercolor Easel (travel type) see Eric Michaels website: http://www.enpleinairpro.com/products.html or through Cheap Joe’s art supply online.  The Plein air pro eqpt. is fine you are painting ¼ sheet or smaller size paintings.  But if you are planning on painting ½ sheet (15” x 22”) or larger then choose a more sturdy easel set-up such as Valpod artist easel sets. see www.artisteasel.com;  metal tripod and wood French easels (half size) are also OK.  Please assemble, go outdoors and test the plein air setup before you come to class.  You need to be comfortable using your equipment.
·   Hat or visor
·   (Optional) Umbrella see websites www.artworkessentials.com/products  or www.bestbrella.com/
Reminder: Do not paint with the sun on your paper. Stay in the shade or use an umbrella.

·   (Optional) small folding stool if you prefer to sit while painting (REI or a camping supply);  
·   Paper towels
·   Tote bag or backpack or a wheeled travel bag to fit all your stuff and lunch[image: image1.png]
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
